To my mind, one of the most important discoveries in my astrological life (some fifty years) has
been the Dharma Chart. It literally changed my life forever.

Of course | had been studying my traditional astrological natal chart, and pushing it to give me
spiritual direction or at least confirm my innermost sense of who | was.
